Dear New Colleague, 
 
Once again, I would like to welcome you to the Fort Lee educational community.  This particular welcome 
letter and the New Teacher Orientation in general are notable for me because I am fairly new to Fort lee 
Public Schools and this is my first orientation delivery.  My work over this past year with Dr. Bandlow, 
Board of Education members, parents, administrators, supervisors, teachers, secretaries, custodians, and 
students has consistently reinforced my initial impressions of Fort Lee as a place where teaching and 
learning hold great value to all stakeholders.

Each morning 
before leaving for work, I kiss my three-and-a-half-year-old son goodbye and leave him with three 
thoughts, “Have fun today; learn a lot; I love you.”  This is my attempt to address his whole being and 
introduce him to some habits of mind.  
 
I do look forward to working with all of you as we explore the art and science of teaching, solve problems, 
learn, and grow together.  Know that my door is always open to you and that I am committed to your 
success.  Please do not hesitate to contact me to discuss issues, successes, concerns, or even just to 
say hello.  
 
In closing, I’ll refer you back to the poem that I mailed you.  It encapsulates the wonder of our work and its 
impact on the future, one student at a time.  The poem, written by Margaret O’Rourke and titled “Molders 
of the Future,” captures the importance of our work with the children at Fort Lee Public Schools.
